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Dr. John W. Martin Summer Science Research Institute

Summer 2010 Application Form

The Dr. John W. Martin Summer Science Research Institute is provided by an endowment generated by alumni and friends of the college to honor the achievements and service of Dr. John W. Martin.  The research institute is created to allow student access to research opportunities and professional experiences in the natural sciences, and is subject to the following requirements:
1. Eligibility is limited to students undertaking scientific research in the fields of biology, chemistry, environmental science, mathematics, neuropsychology, or physics.  

2. The projects shall be described in original research proposals written by student applicants in conjunction with faculty advisors.  Proposals shall be submitted not later than 30 April 2010.
3. Funded projects must have a formally recognized sponsor/mentor from the faculty of Bridgewater College, and research shall be conducted under that individual’s supervision.
4. Projects are expected to be pursued actively and aggressively for a minimum 7-week period, scheduled between 1 June and 30 July 2010.
5. A maximum of $5,000 per student-faculty research team is available.  Students may propose a budget suitable to the anticipated expenses of their research project, not to exceed a total cost of $5,000.  A suggested budget is as follows:

a. $2,800 student stipend

b. $1,600 faculty stipend

c. $600 consumable supplies/travel

Grant funds may be used to purchase consumable supplies and/or equipment that are essential for conducting the research, which shall be deemed the property of the College.  Grant funds may be used to fund travel in direct support of research objectives, subject to College travel reimbursement policy.   

6. Students will be provided housing during the research period, free of charge.
7. The results of research funded by this endowment should be appropriately disseminated.  It is suggested that project results be described in a detailed manuscript, written in the format of a peer-reviewed journal article, or documented in a poster format, suitable for presentation at a scientific meeting.  The student researcher must draft the original manuscript or poster, though the faculty mentor is expected to participate as co-author.

8. Research projects will be selected for funding on the basis of the following factors:

a. Scholarly merit of proposed research

b. Student capability, GPA, and career goals 
c. Quality and feasibility of the budget
d. Plans for dissemination of research results

e. Benefits of the research to the student, faculty, discipline, and/or institution

II. RESEARCH PROJECT

Part II of the proposal shall include the following information:
1. Title
2. Description of project (3-5 pages, to include introduction and background, specific project aims/ goals, project plan with experimental methods, and literature cited)
3. Plan for dissemination of research results

4. Statement of anticipated benefits of the research (to the student, faculty, discipline, and/ or institution)
5. Proposed budget (not to exceed $5,000), with sufficient detail included to allow a determination of the reasonable and feasible nature of the proposed costs
III. ADVISOR INFORMATION

Part III of the proposal shall be completed by the Research Advisor, and shall include the following information:
1. Research Advisor’s Name
2. Title, Department, Office Phone #, and E-mail Address
3. Statement regarding the appropriateness of the research project to constitute a 7-week, full-time effort
4. Statement regarding the student’s capacity to undertake and complete the proposed research project

VI. SUBMISSION 

Proposals must be submitted to the Vice President and Dean of Academic Affairs not later than 30 April 2010.  Advance electronic copies may be provided via email (cscheppa@bridgewater.edu) by the proposal deadline, with originals submitted separately.
